If your goal is to become fluent in Spanish, remember that fluency is not the automatic result of
completing X number of courses... In adults, it is never a passive process that just “happens,” even if
one is surrounded by the language. /n reality, fluency is a lifelong process. It is up to you, though, to
set the pace.

Learning a language is like constructing a building or climbing a mountain. You can'’t get to the top
without starting at the bottom and making steady (and sometimes slow) progress. Below are some
recommendations.

HEFAS (Higher Education for AB540 Students) works to provide free resources, reduce financial
stress and create a safe learning environment for undocumented students.
